· Important NHS service hour rules: 

· Members may no longer volunteer at Teen Court for NHS hours!

· There is no longer a difference between NHS-sponsored hours and non-NHS sponsored hours. 

· There is no longer a limit on how many hours you may complete at once. In other words, you can complete all your NHS hours at once place if you like!

· Go to clementsnhs.wordpress.com for the new service hours form.

· Service hour rules: 

· You must complete 14 total hours. 
· Donations may no longer count towards your NHS hours.
· If there are any service opportunities you particularly enjoy, and you would like to share them with everyone else, email Albertine Wang (see contact info box above) and it can be added to our newsletters.

· If you need clarification about a charity’s or service organization’s eligibility, please review the revised hours form. A good guideline is “non-profit.”

· Remember to attend all meetings! If you cannot attend a meeting and have a valid excuse, you must turn in a note to Ms. Leach (Freshman Center across from the computer labs). Arrange to have a friend bring you missed information from the meeting. You must also attend a make-up meeting the Wednesday after your missed meeting in Ms. Stone’s room. Arrive no later than 7 am, or you will be counted absent.
